It should be noted that rejection of submissions will not be informed. Authors should check the detailed regulations and rules for submission and important dates on the official SG42 website.
Make sure abstract and keywords are placed on the first page. The rest of the full paper should start from the second page (insert a page break at the end of the first page).

1. Introduction
The manuscript should start from the second page and follow the following formats:

A. Headings
The primary headings (sections) should be centered and numbered. Secondary headings should be enumerated in capital letters followed by periods (“A.,” “B.,” etc.) and left-aligned. Each heading should appear on its own separate line.
2. Study area and materials
B. Units and formula
Use the international system of units (SI). All formulas should be numbered consecutively from the beginning of the article to the end.

3. Method
C. Figures and tables
All figures and tables should be provided with captions. 

4. Results and discussion
All references should follow the APA style (American Psychological Association). 
5. Conclusions
Please ensure that every reference cited in the text is also present in the reference list (and vice versa).
